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Race Officers Guide to using SAILWAVE 

for Datchet Sunday Morning Series 

Below is a simple step by step guide to help people to use Sailwave to produce the results on the 

spot for the Wednesday evening series at Datchet Water. 

1.  Login 

Log in to the computer on the desk next to the door of the office.  The password for the main user is

2.  Open the existing Sailwave file

most recent copy of this by Mike Clapp or Gabrielle or you should be able to find a version of it on 

the desktop or on the club server under Results>2009 (z:\ results\2009).   It will open in Sailwave if 

you double click on it in the normal windows way or you can run Sailwave from the start menu 

(under all programs) and go to file>open series from the pull down menus.  You will need to click OK 

to a couple of messages  as the program opens (ignore any errors about connection to Sailwave ftp 

site)but once the file is open you should get a screen like this:  

 

 

 

On this screen check the race number of the last race to be recorded and then: - 

3. Start the Sail Number Wizard 

Click on the icon in the centre of the bottom row of icons to start the Sail Number Wizard.  This will 

open the dialogue box shown below

You then need to highlight each of the starts in turn and hit the άEditέ button.  This will give you the 

following dialogue box: - 
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In here you should edit the start time to the exact time recorded by the race officer for that 

individual start.   If the race officer has recorded something other than real times for all the results 

you do have some options under the άFinishes will be recorded as ...έ pull down.  All the other fields 

should be left blank.  Once you have entered the start time click on OK and then highlight the next 

start on the previous άEdit Raceέ dialogue. 

When you have entered start times for all six starts click OK until you get back to the ά9ƴǘŜǊ wŜǎǳƭǘǎ 

Ǿƛŀ {ŀƛƭƴǳƳōŜǊέ ŘƛŀƭƻƎǳŜΦ  If you did not have six starts just leave any starts without competitors to 

default to the last time used.

As you start entering the sail number of the first boat on your results sheet it should start suggesting 

possible boats with similar numbers in the bottom part of the dialogue 

.

under step 4 below.  Either way you will then see this dialogue box. 
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Depending on how you have recorded your results you will need to use either the second or third

steps should make this come up by default with the correct start time for that fleet).  You then enter 

the start time, finish time and number of laps (usually only important for Wednesday evenings) as 

shown below. 

 

These dialogues will accept the times in a variety of formats e.g. 1030 and 113121.  For consistency 

it may be best to use the latter.  The elapsed time shown at the bottom of the dialogue will confirm 

it understands your format.  OncŜ ǘƘƛǎ ƛǎ ŎƻǊǊŜŎǘ ŎƭƛŎƪ ƻƴ άCƛƴƛǎƘέΣ ŎƭƛŎƪ hY ƻƴ ǘƘŜ ƳŜǎǎŀƎŜ ǘƘŀǘ 

comes up, and you will be taken back to this screen. 
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You then need to repeat the sequence above until you have entered all your results.  Please be 

careful to watch what the software is doing as it does not necessarily remember that you are 

entering start and finish times or remember the correct number of laps.  Once you have entered all 

the results close the window by clicking on the X at the top right of the dialogue. 

4.  Edit Details of any New Competitors 

You will now need to enter some details of any competitors that the Sail Number Wizard did not 

find.   These should appear at the top of the main list of competitors and have fields like Fleet and 

Class Empty.    

 

If you highlight one of these and use the right mouse button you should see a menu which has the
