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Owners of competing boats may be required to produce a valid measurement certificate at registration.


Evidence of a current buoyancy endorsement will be required to be shown at registration.  The Organising Authority reserves the right to conduct a buoyancy test according to the class rules before any boat is allowed to sail.


7. Registration


Competitors will be able to register in the Datchet Water Sailing Club clubhouse between 09:00 - 10:30 hours on Saturday 29th May 2004.


8. Sailing Instructions


Sailing Instructions will be available at registration.


9. Schedule of Races


Four races are scheduled.  The warning signal for the first race on Saturday 29th May 2004 will be not before 10:45 hours.  Fleet starts for Cadets, Optimist Main Fleet and Optimist Regatta Fleet subject to 4 Conditions of Entry.


10. Briefing


There will be competitors’ briefing at 10:00 hours on Saturday 29th May 2004.


11. Scoring


The event will be scored using Appendix RYA 1.  Each boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores with her worst score discarded if 4 or more races have been completed.
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5.3 The boat is required to hold adequate insurance and in particular to hold insurance against third party claims in the sum of at least £2,000,000.





5.4 Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the event.  The organisers shall encompass all and any of those responsible for, or assisting, in the organisation of the event.





5.5 The provision of safety boats does not relieve the boat of its responsibilities.





5.6 The race organisers shall not be liable for any loss, damage, death or personal injury howsoever caused to the owner/competitor, his skipper or crew, as a result of their taking part in the race or races.  Moreover every owner/competitor warrants the suitability of their boat for the race or races.


6. Safety


Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn by all crewmembers whilst afloat.  Every competitor shall wear above the waist a jacket or vest manufactured with minimum buoyancy when deflated, in fresh water, of 4kg.  Wet suits and dry suits do not constitute personal buoyancy to comply with RRS 1.2.





All competitors shall wear either a full wet-suit (wrist to ankle) or dry-suit with appropriate thermal clothing when flag Y is flying ashore.





All competitors shall wear personal buoyancy whilst on the beach and jetties.








1. Organising Authority


The organising authority is Datchet Water Sailing Club.  The event will be based at Datchet Water Sailing Club.


2. Rules


The races will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of the RYA, the Class Rules of the participating classes, this Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions.  In the event of conflict the Sailing Instructions shall take precedence.


3. Entry Procedure


Entries shall be made on the official entry form for this event and accompanied by a cheque for the entry fee made payable to the Datchet Water Sailing Club.  The entry fee is as follows:

4. Conditions of Entry


The event is Open for the Cadet and Optimist classes.





There will be an Optimist Regatta fleet with a separate start provide a minimum of 5 boats declare that they are in their first or second season of Regatta Events.


5. Responsibility


5.1 A boat is entirely responsible for its own safety whether afloat or ashore, and nothing whether in this Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.





5.2 It is for the boat to decide whether it is fit to sail in the conditions in which it will find itself.  By launching or going to sea the boat confirms that it is fit for those conditions and that its crew is competent to sail and compete in them.
